If you would like to follow along during the WinRiver training, please use these instructions to download and install software, data files, and some documentation on your laptop.  The documentation is in the form of pdf files – and is not required for the training.  Nevertheless it is available for download.  You must have Adobe's Acrobat Reader installed on your machine if you want to use/read the documentation.  If not, then download it from Adobe’s Web site and install it on your laptop.  

A. WORK NEEDED TO BE DONE BEFORE THE CLASS

1. Download Class Files

· Instructions are given below (near the end of this document)

· Store them in a directory on the laptop you will bring to class.  I suggest setting up a directory for documentation.

1. Install the WinRiver Software  by running SETUPEX1.EXE

2. Subscribe to the adcp automated mailing list

· In order to subscribe to the USGS automated email list (called acoustics@simon.er.usgs.gov) send email to acoustics-request@simon.er.usgs.gov with the words:

subscribe

end

in the body of the email.  This is not needed for the training – but is highly recommended for all acoustic profiler users in USGS.

· Once you are subscribed, you will then receive any email sent to the mailing list.  If you want to send email to the list, you can then do so by sending mail to acoustics@simon.er.usgs.gov.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR DOWNLOADING FILES

2. You will find the following files available at the USGS Web server.  Please follow the instructions below.

a. Create a root level directory on your laptop called adcpclass (ie c:\adcpclass or d:\adcpclass)

b. Point your browser to http://il.water.usgs.gov/adcp/software/index.html.  Download the WinRiver and RDITools software and the Rio Grande Documentation (optional) using the “File-Copy to Folder” command in IE.  If you use Netscape, then right-click on each file and select “Save Link As” and the file will be downloaded and saved.

c. Point your browser to ftp://ftpdilurb.er.usgs.gov/pub/kaoberg/adcp/
Download the wrfiles.zip file in that directory.

3. Create the following directories below adcpclass
· Adcpdata

· Manuals (if you want to install them from the Web pages – they are not necessary for this class)

4. Move RioGrandeManual.exe to the Manuals directory and run the self-extracting zip file (for the RioGrande Manual)

5. Move wrfiles.zip to the Adcpdata directory and extract those files
